Patel has already achieved recognition through performances in New York and abroad that honor Patelworks’ 
two-fold mission to reach underprivileged communities with dance and raise funds for charitable organizations.  
The company is currently looking to expand through THE CENTER and is actively seeking dancers to join the 
ensemble.  “Patelworks produces inspiring works that compel audiences to reflect and feel.  We’re delighted to 
have them join THE CENTER and look forward to supporting them in their growth,” says Johnson.
